Jewish Population in the United States, 1965

’I:m JEWISH POPULATION of the United States is currently esti-
mated at 5,720,000, for an approximate increase of one per cent over 1964
(AJYB, 1965 [Vol. 66], p. 139). This figure should not be taken to represent
the “current rate of growth” of the United States Jewish population, ana.l!
ogous to the rate of growth of the United States population generally. The
latter is based upon the formula: immigration, minus emigration, plus births,
minus deaths, and data for each of these are computed annually by the
government.

In the absence of similar data for the Jewish population, the national esti-
mate must be built up from individual state estimates, which in turn are
largely dependent upon individual community estimates (see Appendix Table
3). Few communities are in a position to make annual estimates of sufficient
accuracy to reflect changes occurring within a year. As a result, changes in
individual community estimates generally reflect population shifts which may
have proceeded over five or more years. Sometimes announced changes are
more procedural than substantive, reflecting differences in technical pro-
cedures between earlier and later studies. This caution should be borne in
mind in comparisons between current and earlier figures.

The data in Appendix Table 3 were obtained from estimates derived from
a survey of member federations of the Council of Jewish Federations and
Welfare Funds and estimates from the files of the national United Jewish
Appeal. For the sake of brevity, communities with fewer than 100 Jews were
omitted. The state totals in Appendix Table 1 were developed by adding to
the individual estimates in Table 3 communities with fewer than 100 Jews
and estimates for communities of unknown Jewish population (generally
twice the number of Jews known to reside in communities with fewer than
100); by adjusting for duplication, and by taking into account, where pos-
sible, community estimates crossing state lines.
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URBAN-RURAL DISTRIBUTION

The March 1957 U.S. Census survey on “Religion Reported by the Civilian
Population of the United States™ indicated that more than 95 per cent of the
total Jewish population is distributed in urban areas (AJYB, 1965 [Vol. 66],
p. 140).

An even more graphic indication of the largely urban character of the
Jewish population is that almost half of all the Jews in the United States
reside in the New York-Northeastern New Jersey standard consolidated
area, including New York City, its immediate suburbs, and several counties
in New York and New Jersey:

NEW YORK CITY ESTIMATES

Since estimates for New York City and Nassau, Suffolk, and Westchester
counties are maintained at 1962 levels (AJYB, 1963 [Vol. 64], pp. 57-59),
the absence of more current data represents the greatest weakness in the na-
tional estimate. The 1962 estimates were a modification of data obtained
from a study conducted for the Federation of Jewish Philanthropies in 1959
(AJYB, 1961 [Vol. 62], p. 53), based on the so-called Yom Kippur tech-
nique (school absences on the High Holy Days) and relying in part on the
special 1957 U.S. census of New York City. A review of general population
shifts in the New York City area as well as data on the type of attendance
in the New York City school system strongly suggest that a new survey would
reveal increases in the Jewish populations of the suburbs and a decrease in
the city estimate.
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STUDIES UNDER WAY

The results of studies conducted in 1965 in Boston, Los Angeles, and Mil-
waukee are currently being analyzed. The Boston demographic study, the
first of its kind for that community, will be of particular interest because,
unlike other Jewish population studies, its methodology will permit direct
comparisons between the Jewish and non-Jewish populations in the com-

munity.
